In no case will any individual receive more
than 75% subsidy to the bridge activity.

APPLICATION DEADLINE IS MAY 15.

To apply for an award from the Erin Berry Youth Memorial
Fund, an application for funding must be submitted
to the CBF Executive Assistant by May 15th . This
application must include the following:

« Candidate’s name, address and ACBL number.

« Candidate’s birth date and a copy of their birth
certificate.

« Description of the event for which they wish subsidy,
along with particulars on dates, cost, etc.

« Budget of their expenses for each event.

The types of events that might be covered for funding
are: Bridge Camps; Youth NABG; Istanbul Youth
Championships, ; World Scholar Games; Bridge Training
Sessions; Canadian Junior Trials; World Youth Team
Championship; World Schools Team Championship;
and other bridge-related activities.

Only after the above are granted will the Trustees
consider funding for attending tournaments. Funding
will not be given for cash prize events or for events in
which an individual is receiving pay or compensation,
thus making it a professional arrangement.

Two hundred and thirty-seven players
attended the Bridge by the Bridge

CBF Regional Tournament held in
Lethbridge, February 23 - March 1.

The weather and the weather forecast
reduced the expected numbers to a
degree, but players attended from as
far away as Minnesota and Washington.
The majority of players were very pleased with
the event and very impressed by our city. A
good number of players indicated they will
return to vacation and see some of the fine
world class destinations that southwestern
Alberta has to offer.

Many of the players earned masterpoints
during the week-long event. Every player who
was part of a winning pair or a winning team
was invited to select an 8”X 10" photograph as
a prize. Winners could choose from 60 different
views of the Lethbridge High Level Bridge in
celebration of the Centennial year of the bridge.
The photo was then framed and labeled on the
reverse to provide a lasting memento of their
victory.

In addition to the framed photos, two grand
prizes were awarded. The open grand prize
was a watercolour of the bridge on canvas,
contributed by Ruth Christie and framed by
Wall Décor and More/Stillwaters Gallery. This
prize was won by four players who played
together all week. In the spirit of friendship, the
painting awarded to the foursome will alternate
with each household every two years. The
winners, pictured top right, were Rhonda Foster

VANCOUVER IMP LEAGUE

MASTERY IN MOTION

by Michael Yuen

Every winter Vancouver BC runs an extended
teams competition that we call the IMP League.
Play begins in October and continues through
the winter to mid-April, with playoffs in each
division following. Teams of 4-6 players play a
team match two or three times a month, often
at a bridge club or occasionally at someone’s
home. Usually, there are two or three divisions
so the top players play separately from the more
casual or social players. Some years we have
enough interest to have a division for newer
players.

This year there were fourteen teams in Flight
A/X and six teams in Flight B. | played with Brad
Bart on the Bart team with Chris Christophersen,
Cam Doner, Paul Hagen and Cam Lindsay.

Playing with perfect
rhythm, Brad drew three rounds of trumps end-
ing in dummy, West discarding a small diamond
and small spade. Another club finesse left West
ina pinch.

Next came the # A. What was
poor West to do, left dangling between a rock
and a hard place? Discard the ¢ J and dummy’s
7 would be a winner. Discard a spade and
dummy’s # 7 would be a winning trick!

4'Y making for plus 620.

Note that East was squeezed at trick two! If he
had discarded a club instead of the spade then
Brad’s club suit would have come in for five
tricks with repeated club finesses and the club
nine dropping.

If at trick four East had led a spade to break up
the transportation for the squeeze, Brad could
still make the contract by finessing clubs twice
and ruffing them once to set up the club suit
then return to hand with a trump to draw the
rest of the the trumps.

The beauty of Brad’s line of play by way of the
double squeeze was that he catered for bad
breaks in both trumps and clubs. Astounding.

RICHMOND TROPHY
WINNER 2008

Congratulations to Allan Graves for
winning the 2008 Canadian masterpoint
race. This might be his first Richmond
Trophy, but Allan has been well known in
bridge circles for over 20 years. He has been
on a winning CNTC team 7 times, and has
represented Canada at the World Olympiad
twice and in the Bermuda Bowl once.
Professional bridge player, teacher and
friend to many Canadians Allan was very
excited to win his first Richmond Trophy.

Allan Graves trivia would have to include
the 1988 Romex Award for the Best

Bid Hand of the Year presented by the
International Bridge Press Association to
Allan and George Mittelman and written up
by Sue Emery. Below is her article, as found
in the IBPA Handbook 2008.

BEST AUCTION?

It's nice when your opponents recognize
that you've done well. This effort by Allan
Graves and George Mittelman from the
finals of the Open Pairs was reported as
a nomination for the best auction of the
tournament and possible the year.

After two passes Allan redoubled to show
first round control. George now cue bid 5%
and Allan, with excellent trumps, jumped
to 6¢. It would be an anti-climax if George
had gone down but he guessed the
spades and scored up 920 for a near top.

TO OPED OR NOT
CO OPGD That is the question

by Sylvia Caley

Of course you know what an opening bid looks
like but does your partner? It's amazing how
many very advanced players have problems on
game and slam bidding because they have not
made clear agreements on what an opening
bid is.

As you read the following please realize that |
am not saying, “You must play this!”

What | am saying is that you and your partner
need to play something and that it is usually
best if the two of you are playing the same
thing! That said the following information
reflects what my partners and | normally play.

There are ways of evaluating hands other than
the current High Card Point System. In days of
old, players often used a Winning Trick Count
System. A winner is an A, K, Q or a fourth or
longer card in a suit. Let's ook at two sample
hands:

4 Q10954 4 J1094
v A3 ¥ A85
¢ 752 ¢ Q63
& KQ6 & KJ7

Both hands have 11 HCP's (current Count
System) but the hand on the left has 6 winners
(4Q, YA and #KQ as well as the 4th and 5th
spade) while the hand on the right has only 4
winners (YA, ¢Q, %K and the 4th spade). The
hand on the left is a 14 opening bid at any
form of the game. The hand on the right is not
nearly as good. | would pass this hand in 1st
or 2nd seat and open 14 (intending to pass
partner’s response) in 3rd seat or 4th seat.

Normally 6 winners is an opening one-level bid
and 7 winners is an opening strong NT. Let’s
look at two more sample hands:

4 AQ 4 A92
¥ K1098 ¥ KQ32
¢ QJo ¢ QJ4
& K987 & K72

The hand on the left has 15 HCPs, 2 four-card
suits and good spot cards. The hand on the
right has 15 HCPs but only 1 four-card suit and
very weak spot cards.

On the left we have AQ, K, Q, K for 5 winners
plus an added winners for the fourth heart
and the fourth club. This hand has 7 winners
and is a solid TNT opening. On the right we
have A, KQ, Q, K for 5 winners plus an added
winner for the fourth heart. This hand totals
only 6 winners. Our forefathers would not have
considered opening a strong NT with this one.
If you choose to open 1NT with both these
hands please realize (and inform your partner)
that you are playing a wide range NT. Wide
range NTs are definitely going to lead to more
challenges in game and slam bidding.

Now let us consider the quick tricks and the
quality of high cards. Our forefathers also knew
that Aces and Kings take tricks and Queens
and Jacks are not very valuable unless they are
held in combination with higher honors. The
tricky part is that the higher honors could be in
partner’s hand. Most players will open:

4 A1094
¥ 853
¢ AK42
%73

This hand does not have 6 winners but it is

all Aces and Kings. Even without 6 winners
most players will always open a hand that has

3 quick tricks. A quick trick is an immediate
trick. Any Ace is counted as one quick trick. AK
is two quick tricks; AQ is one and a half quick
tricks and KQ is counted as one quick trick. Ely
Culberson had a rule that 2 1/2 quick tricks was
an opening hand.

Vous savez tous a quoi ressemble une
ouverture, mais en est-il autant de votre
partenaire ? |l est étonnant de constater a quel
point de nombreux joueurs avancés ont de

la difficulté a déclarer leurs manches ou leurs
chelems parce qu'ils n‘ont pas d'entente claire
concernant les mains d'ouverture.

En lisant ceci, prenez bien note que je ne vous
exhorte pas a jouer de la méme facon que
moi. Je ne fais que soulever le point que votre
partenaire et vous devez adopter certaines
ententes, vous devez étre au diapason et jouer
la méme chose. Pour vous aider a clarifier vos
ententes, je vous propose de regarder ce que
mes partenaires et moi jouons.

des points d’honneur, pour évaluer une main.
Autrefois, les joueurs utilisaient le Systéme des
levées gagnantes. Une gagnante est un As, un
Roi, une Dame ou chacune des cartes a partir de
la quatriéme dans une couleur.

Les deux mains possédent 11 PH (points
d’honneur), mais celle de gauche posséde six
gagnantes (4D, YA, %RD et les quatrieme et
cinquiéme piques) alors que la main de droite
ne posséde que quatre gagnantes (YA, 4D, %R
et le quatriéme pique). Avec le jeu de gauche,
je vais ouvrir 14, Ce que je ne ferai pas avec
le second. En premiére ou deuxiéme position,
je vais passer et en troisieme ou quatrieme,
j'ouvrirais 1 avec I'intention de passer sur
n'importe quelle réponse.

Normalement, une main de six gagnantes est
suffisante pour ouvrir au niveau de un alors
qu'il en faut sept pour ouvrir d'un sans-atout.

Considérez deux autres exemples :

La main de gauche a 15 PH, deux couleurs
quatriemes et de bonnes cartes intermédiaires.
La main de droite en a 15 aussi, mais une

seule couleur quatriéme et pas de cartes
intermédiaires.

A gauche, nous avons #AD, YR, 4D, 4R, qui
comptent pour cing gagnantes, une gagnante
additionnelle pour le quatriéme coeur et une
pour le quatrieme tréfle. Cela porte le total

a sept gagnantes, ce qui mérite amplement
une ouverture 1SA. A droite, il ny a que six
gagnantes. Nos ancétres n’auraient méme pas
considéré une ouverture 1SA avec ce jeu. Si
vous décidez d’ouvrir 1SA avec ces deux mains,
vous devez prendre conscience qu'il y a un
large écart dans vos ouvertures a sans-atout.
Ce grand intervalle vous donnera plus de fil a
retordre dans la recherche des manches et des
chelems.

Considérez maintenant les levées rapides

et la qualité des hautes cartes. Ainsi il est

connu depuis longtemps que les As et les Rois
remportent plus de levées que les Dames et les
Valets. Ces derniers ont peu de valeur a moins
qu'ils ne soient détenus en combinaison avec
des honneurs supérieurs (le point délicat est
que ces honneurs supérieurs peuvent aussi bien
étre dans le jeu du partenaire).

Aces and Kings
take tricks. Queens and Jacks take tricks
when they are held in combination with
higher honors.

Which is the weakest hand? Which of these is
the best hand? In play or defense of NT

which one of these hands is most likely to take

In conclusion | would say that you and your
partner NEED to discuss opening bids.

The two of you can draw the line where you
choose but please consider Winning Trick
Count, Quick Tricks, Quality of HCPs (High Card
Points), and location of values.
