After not playing bridge
for some 30 years, she returned in July 2009
to play at the Tuxedo club in Winnipeg. She
has been a regular since then. Marianne is a
clinical psychologist and former professor of

psychology.

Deloris Ankom, Marianne’s partner, has

been an active player since the 70s. She is an
accredited teacher and director at the Tuxedo
Bridge Studio. She is the Secretary for Unit

JUNIOR ELIGIBILITY

At the 4th WBF executive Committee meeting in Sao Paulo it was resolved that for the Damiani Cup
(Youngsters Championship), a player must not have achieved his/her 20th birthday by December 31
of the year prior to the year of the Championship. For the Ortiz-Patino Trophy (Juniors Champion-
ship) a player must not have achieved his/her 25th birthday by December 31 of the year prior to the
year of the Championship. There will be no exceptions -- whether or not an NBO holds the trials a
year in advance will no longer be relevant. The new eligibility age rules will take effect as of January
1,2011. Canada should have no problem for the Junior Championships in Philadelphia which will

continue to use the “old” eligibility rules.

ERIN BERRY MEMORIAL FUND

This fund was established in 2001 as a trust
fund set up by Erin Berry's father, Larry Berry.
The Trust Account is meant to help Juniors 19
or younger with expenses incurred to attend
bridge events. The Memorial Fund will be used
to help subsidize Youth Category Canadian
players, who are members of the CBF, for
bridge-related activities. In no case will any
individual receive more than 75% subsidy to the
bridge activity.

APPLICATION DEADLINE IS MAY 15.

To apply for an award from the Erin Berry Youth
Memorial Fund, an application for funding will
need to be submitted to the CBF Executive
Assistant by 15 May 2010. This application must
include the following:
+ Candidate’s name, address and ACBL
number.
- Candidate’s birth date and a copy of his/her
birth certificate.

« Description of the event for which subsidy is
requested with particulars on dates, cost, etc.
« Budget of expenses for each event.

The types of events that might be covered for
funding are: Bridge Camps; Youth NABC; Youth
Championships; World Scholar Games; Bridge
Training Sessions; Canadian Junior Trials; World
Youth Team Championship; World Schools
Team Championships; and other Bridge related
activities.

Only after the above are granted will the
Trustees take a look at tournaments. Funding
will not be given for cash prize events or for
events in which an individual is receiving pay or
compensation - thus making it a professional
arrangement.

CLASS OF 2010

The Canadian Bridge Federation
decided last year to create a Canadian
Bridge Hall of Fame. The CBF intends to
recognize individuals for outstanding
achievements as players and/or builders.
Builders could include teachers, writers,
administrators, and others.

Our Hall of Fame will be entirely online and
may be accessed through the CBF website
at www.cbf.ca after the first induction
ceremony during the Canadian Bridge
Championships in Markham, ON, May
29-June 5, 2010. All persons in the virtual
Hall of Fame will have information about
them such as: a biography, a list of their
accomplishments, photos, articles by them,
newspaper columns/clippings about them,
and a bibliography of their writings.

Subsequent to the decision to create

the Hall, the CBF formed a committee to
recommend inductees each year. That
committee is: John Carruthers, Alex Fowlie,
Nicholas Gartaganis, Nader Hanna, George
Holland, Eric Kokish and Joseph Silver.

BRUCE ELLIOTT

Bruce Elliott has won four major North
American titles and came very close to
winning a fifth. Elliott won the 1948 and 1951
Chicago Trophy (which is now the Reisinger)
and the 1964 and 1965 Spingold. He came
second in the Life Master Pairs in 1964 in the
Summer Nationals held in Toronto. Elliott
twice represented Canada in the World Team
Olympiad, in Torino, Italy in 1960, coming
seventh, and in Deauville, France in 1968,
bringing home the bronze medal.

Bruce Elliott was born in 1922 and has lived all
his life in the Toronto area. His partnership with
Percy Sheardown was one of the best in North
America in the 1950s and 60s and most of his
major successes, with the exception of the 1948
Chicago, came in partnership with Shorty.

SAM GOLD

Sam Gold of Montréal was “Mr. Bridge” to
generations of Québecois. He was a superb
player, representing Canada in the 1964 World
Team Olympiad, where Canada came fourth,
losing in the semifinals to the USA. Gold was
the second Canadian player to achieve the

status of Life Master and was LM#132 overall.
He was twice a member of Montréal’s Intercity
Team which won the Congress Trophy in 1967
and 1968.

Sam Gold was a top tournament director and a
member of the National Laws Commission. He
was a charter member of the Montréal Bridge
League and was instrumental in affiliating the
MBL with the ACBL in 1946. Gold contributed
many new duplicate movements, including the
Three-Quarter Howell.

Sam Gold was also a talented writer on bridge,
contributing articles to, among others, The
Bridge World. Gold died in 1982.

SAMI KEHELA

Sami Kehela is one of the best players ever

to play the game of bridge. Kehela has won
eight major North American titles: Men's Pairs
1963 (with Eric Murray), Spingold 1964, 1965,
1968 (all with Murray), Vanderbilt 1966, 1970
(one without Murray, one with Murray), Blue
Ribbon Pairs 1967 (with Willy Lebovic) and
Life Master Pairs 1970 (with Murray); he has
four second-place finishes. In partnership with
Murray, Kehela won the CNTC in 1980 and 1981,
the Canadian Olympiad Team Trials in 1968,

and the International Pairs Trials for the North
American Bermuda Bowl team in 1963 and
1966. Kehela also won the Lou Herman Trophy
for best performance at the 1967 Fall Nationals.

Internationally, Sami Kehela was coach of the
North American team in the Bermuda Bowl

in 1962, 1963, and 1965 and played with
Murray on the team in 1966, 1967 and 1974,
finishing second to the Italian Blue Team on

all six occasions. Kehela won bronze medals

in the 1968 and 1972 Olympiads and the 1982
Rosenblum. He came fifth in the World Open
Pairs in 1970. Kehela played on every Canadian
Olympiad team from 1960 to 1988 except 1984.

Kehela has also made significant contributions
as a journalist, serving as editor of the Ontario
Kibitzer, bridge columnist for Toronto Life and
contributing editor to the Official Encyclopedia
of Bridge. Kehela was born in Baghdad in 1934
and spent his early years in London, England
and Berkeley, California before settling in
Toronto.

ERIC R. MURRAY

Eric Rutherford Murray, as well as being one of
the all-time greats, is one of the true characters
of the bridge world. A leading civil litigation

Eric Rutherford Murray

lawyer in Toronto, Murray won one of the first
$1M-plus civil-court judgements in Canada and
is legendary as a raconteur and orator. He was
born in 1928 and lived his early life in Hamilton,
ON before leaving for Toronto to practice

law and play bridge. Murray was president of
the Ontario Bridge League in its early days,
engineering its union with the ACBL, and was
one of the founders of the Canadian Bridge
Federation.

Eric Murray is the most successful Canadian
player ever. In addition to all his successes with
Sami Kehela, Murray also won the Vanderbilt

in 1961 with Charles Coon, the Men’s Pairs in
1954 and 1955 with Doug Drury, and the Master
Mixed Teams (1962) and Mixed Pairs (1963)
with Agnes Gordon. He also won the Pairs Trials
with Charles Coon for the 1962 North American
Bermuda Bowl team, where they finished
second to Italy. “ know the Italian National
Anthem by heart,” says Murray. Murray won the
Lou Herman Trophy for best performance at
the 1963 Fall Nationals. He won CNTCs in 1980,
1981 and 1987 and the CSTC in 2007.

Eric Murray authored one convention, which
bears his name, the Murray Two Diamonds,
and co-authored another, Drury, with Doug
Drury. He and Kehela were paid the ultimate
compliment by having a book written about
them, “Canada’s Bridge Warriors”, by Roy
Hughes, which won the International Bridge
Press Association’s Book of the Year award in
2007.

PERCY SHEARDOWN

Percy (Shorty) Sheardown was the first great
Canadian bridge player, the greatest ever
according to Ralph Cohen. Shorty was a brilliant
card player and won many titles in the 1930s
and 1940s, including the 1936 Chicago. Most of
his wins in the ‘50s and '60s were in partnership
with Bruce Elliott, including another win in the
Chicago in 1951. Their team with Murray and
Kehela ranks as the best Canadian foursome

of all time; in addition to their two Spingold
wins, the foursome also came third in the 1968
Olympiad Teams with Gerry Charney and Bill

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Crissey. Sheardown won the Fishbein Trophy
as the top performer in the 1964 Summer
Nationals, winning the Spingold with Elliott,
Murray, and Kehela and finishing second in the
Life Master Pairs with Elliott. They successfully
defended their title the next year.

Percy Sheardown (1911-1993) spent most of

his life in Toronto as proprietor of the St. Clair
Bridge Club, which was presented to him by its
members upon his return from combat in World
War Il. Shorty was the first Canadian Life Master.
Of this year's inductees, Kehela, Murray, and
Sheardown are also members of the ACBL Hall
of Fame.

Our five inductees have had thousands of
deals that might have been used to illustrate
their greatness. We've chosen a couple of

Sam Gold's, simply because Sam might be a

tad lesser known than the other four west of
Québec, but he was certainly their equal when
it came to playing the game. Eric Murray on
Sam Gold: “Sam was one of the two or three
best players in Canada.” Sami Kehela on Sam
Gold: “Gold and Cohen played at least as well as
we (Murray-Kehela) did in the 1964 Olympiad in
New York.”

Indeed, if there is one word to describe Sam
Gold, that word is elegant. That refers to his
bridge play as well as his person. See if you

don't agree after these two deals.

The Montréal team routed New York 193-106 in
1968 to retain the Congress Trophy, an Intercity
match between the holders and the city hosting
the Summer Nationals. Montréal had first won
the Intercity at the 1967 Summer Nationals held
in that city.

Gold's judgement that two spades would not
be badly hurt was correct, and his two-no-
trump bid moved his side inexorably toward
the thin vulnerable game.

The two of spades lead went to the ace, five and
four. Gold made his first good move by leading
a low diamond from the dummy, East’s ace

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fanning the air. East continued with the spade
jack and Gold’s queen won. He successfully ran
the diamond ten, and now, certain that East
was 5-1-1-6, crossed to the diamond king and
cashed the heart ace, another key play. When
he returned to hand with the king of clubs and
West showed out, the hand was an open book
to Gold. He cashed the diamond queen, upon
which East made his third club discard. The
position was:

With seven tricks in, Gold led the nine of spades
from hand, pinning West's eight. East could
cash his spades but then had to concede two
club tricks to the dummy. Note that the seven
of spades exit would have worked just as well,
since West would have had to surrender a trick
to the heart queen if East had left him on play.

At those same Summer Nationals in New York
City in 1968, Sam Gold came fourth in the now-
defunct Life Master Individual. Here is Gold as

While you may look askance at some of those
bids, the final contract was not unreasonable.
Sam Gold led out his two top spades, and after
pausing briefly to consider his next play, found
the king of hearts continuation! This removed
the quick entry to the West hand.

Declarer won the heart ace and played the ace
and jack of clubs to North's king. When Gold
continued with a heart, declarer won the queen
and crossed to hand with the diamond king to
draw trumps and claim. Except for one small
detail...the diamond king was ruffed by Gold!
No other continuation but the heart king at trick
three defeats four clubs. A heart to the jack and
another diamond ruff completed this brilliant
defence: three down in a contract made by
some declarers.

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Young bridge players
conquer Washington

D.C. bridge tourney was eye- opener for rookie card
players.

A group of young Metro Moncton card
sharks distinguished themselves at a recent
Washington, D.C. bridge tournament, placing
well despite being relatively new at the
complicated card game.

“There were six sessions in total for the first-
year-players’ division,” says Mattea Roach, 10, of
Dieppe, “and we ranked among the top in each”

The Grade 7 student at Lou McNairn School
even got to chat and pose for a photo with Bill
Gates, the world’s most famous bridge fanatic
and the planet’s richest man. The Microsoft
founder and chairman was taking part in the
same tournament and took time out to pose
with Mattea and her friend, neighbour, and
fellow bridge lover Alisson Dykeman.

“He was a very, very gracious man,” Mattea'’s
mom Patti says. “He gave a little inspirational
talk to the kids, no entourage or anything, and
then he was off to play bridge”

The 16 students and accompanying mentors
and parents weren't sure what to expect when
they walked into the giant card room, filled with
hundreds of students from different parts of the
world, most of them from the U.S.

“But we made out better than we ever hoped
they would,” mentor Marilyn MacDiarmid says.
MacDiarmid is a former math teacher who
introduced the card game contract bridge into
the enriched math curriculum in some District 2
schools about 10 years ago, and the trip to this
tournament seemed a logical next step to take.

Besides listening to Gates' address, the students
heard from space shuttle pilot Greg Johnson
about the mind-expanding benefits of playing
bridge, and met kids of their own age group and
with the same interests, from many parts of the
world.

“I was very pleased with how well they did,’
MacDiarmid says.

Tournament officials and the students’
opponents were equally impressed by the
Moncton contingent. MacDiarmid got a phone
call from a school district in Florida asking her to
drop by and introduce contract bridge into their
schools - - the only problem being that they
didn't realize that Moncton, and New Brunswick,
were quite so far away.

MacDiarmid is 77 and still invites the students
over for a game or two every Thursday night.

“If you have a passion for something that you
love to do, it really keeps you young,” she says.
Darren and Nikki Poirier's son Nick, 13, is
involved in a great number of sports and
delivers the Times & Transcript, keeping his days
and evenings quite busy, but still shows up at
MacDiarmid’s house to hone his bridge skills.

“It's good for him to know there are other things
out there that he could potentially excel at that
are not necessarily sports,” Darren says.

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Dear Caley

When | took beginner lessons, | learned Strong
Jump Shifts. My partner insists that Weak Jump
Shifts are much better. What do you think?
Jason Jung, Toronto ON

I have a very strong preference for Strong Jump
Shifts (SJS). Without SJS you will find that
accurate slam bidding is very difficult. When
your partner opens the bidding and you have 22
HCP's you are obviously going to slam so there is
no problem. However, what happens when you
have 19 HCP's? Did partner open with 12 or 14?
Without SJS it is often very difficult to bid suited
slams with 17 opposite 16.

The late Paul Soloway created an excellent
guideline for SJS. Soloway defined a
SJSas 1 of 3 types of hands:

a) Your suitand My suit

b) My suit and My suit

¢) My suitand NT.

Thus over an opening 14 bid, | would bid 24
with:

AMAKQxx P Kx € xx ® AJxx

This is an example of Your suit and My suit.
On the next round | plan to bid a minimum
number of clubs.

& AKQTIxx P AQ ¢ xxx % x
This is an example of My suit and My suit. On the
next round | plan to rebid spades.

AMAKQxx PKxx ®Axx dxx
This is an example of My suit and NT. Next round
| plan to bid a minimum number of NT.

If partner opens 19 and you hold a big hand
with two suits other than clubs, you are

better off to simply start bidding your suits. You
don't want to consume bidding space when you
don't know where the auction is going.

Weak Jump Shifts (WJS) occur more frequently
than SJS but they don't necessarily get you to

the right contract. SJS are an important part of
your bidding arsenal for accurate slam bidding.

Dear Caley
| held this hand:

AAT93 VKJ94 #AQT76 5

I opened 14 and partner bid 298, | rebid 2NT
but partner said that 2NT guaranteed two clubs.
Does it or does it not?

Sandy Mandosa, Vancouver BC

Bob Hammon has said that players spend too
much time discussing the third round follow-
ups to Key Card Blackwood and not enough
time discussing important real world auctions
like what do you bid after 14 pass 2¢b.

There are two popular solutions to this problem.
Number 1: Use 24 as a default bid. If you agree
to do this then 24 does not promise a 5 card
suit but the rebid of a major shows a good hand
with at least 4-5 in that major and diamonds.

After 14 - 29 -24 it is the responsibility of the
2% bidder to look for a 4-4 major suit fit.

Number 2: Use 2¥ as a natural bid that does not
guarentee 5 diamonds.

I have a preference for the first solution. It leaves
you plenty of room to sort things out.

With a 4441 hand that includes a stiff A, K or

Q of clubs, go ahead and rebid 2NT. Your club
holding is better than 2 small and should not be
a disappointment if partner heads off to 6de!

According to the book when you have a flat
hand with no 5-card suit and no 4-card minor
it is correct to open what | refer to as your
‘Cheapest 3-Card Lie'. On this hand your
cheapest 3-card lie is clubs but many of us
would open 14 and later tell partner that

we had a heart mixed in with our diamonds.

Dear Caley

I was surprised at your answer to Maureen
James about the auction 19-14-19-14. You
stated that 14 is forcing and artificial. It is
definitely forcing, but I play it as natural and
thought that this is the standard treatment.
With a weak hand, worth only one bid, | bid 14
immediately over my partner’s club opener.
With more values | bid 14 first, then show four
spades by bidding 14 over partner’s 1¥ re-bid.
We may have a four four & fit.

Sandy Tapper

I think I've been misquoted! | said that “This
auction (19e-14-19-14) is absolutely forcing
and responder may or may not have spades.”
The 14 bid may be natural and it may be 4th
suit forcing. Opener is free to raise spades with
the appropriate hand. This 14 bid is used to
cover a wide range of hands. | would like to
restate one of the rules that | gave in the original
answer.

RULE: If responder bids fourth suit and then bids
anything at the 3 level it is Game Forcing.

The player who bids 14 may have a game
forcing hand in any strain! Let’s look at
responder’s rebid after 18e-14-19-14 with two
sample hands

to Al Landy. Al told him that if he could get
signatures of fifty people who would attend, he
would get a sanction. That was no problem, and
the Can Am tournament
was born.

BRUCE ELLIOTT

Bruce Elliott a gagné quatre titres nord-
américains et a passé trés prés d'en récolter un
cinquieme. Elliot a remporté le Chicago Trophy
en 1948 et 1951 (devenu depuis le Reisinger)
et le Spingold en 1964 et 1965. Il s'est classé
second dans les Life Master Pairs en 1964 au
National d’été de Toronto. Elliott a représenté le
Canada aux Olympiades mondiales de bridge a
Torino, Italie, en 1960, ou il a terminé septieme
et a Deauville, France, en 1968, alors qu'il a
remporté la médaille de bronze.

Bruce Elliott est né en 1922 et a vécu toute sa
vie dans la région de Toronto. Son partnership
avec Percy Sheardown a été un des plus
performants en Amérique du Nord dans les
années 1950 et 1960. La plupart de ses victoires,
a I'exception de Chicago en 1948, ont été
remportées avec Shorty.

SAM GOLD

Sam Gold de Montréal a été le « Monsieur
Bridge » de plusieurs générations de
Québécois. C'était un joueur extraordinaire,

qui a représenté le Canada aux Olympiades
mondiales de bridge en 1964, ol le Canada a
terminé quatrieme perdant la semi-finale au
profit des Etats-Unis. Gold a été le deuxiéme
joueur canadien a devenir Maitre a vie, le cent
trente-deuxieme en tout. Il a été deux fois
membre de I'équipe inter-cités de Montréal qui
a remporté le Congress Trophy en 1967 et 1968.

Sam Gold était aussi un directeur de tournoi de
haut niveau et un membre de la Commission
du droit national. Il a été membre-fondateur
de la Ligue de bridge de Montréal et a joué

un role important dans ['affiliation de la

LBM avec 'ACBL en 1946. Gold a collaboré

au développement de plusieurs nouveaux
mouvements de duplicate, incluant le trois-
quarts Howell.

Aout 2010 « www.cbf.ca
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Sam Gold était aussi un écrivain de bridge
talentueux et a rédigé de nombreux articles,
entre autres, pour la revue The Bridge World. Il
est décédé en 1982.

SAMI KEHELA

Sami Kehela est un des plus grands joueurs de
bridge qui ait jamais existé. Kehela a gagné huit
titres nord-américains majeurs : les Men'’s Pairs
en 1963 (avec Eric Murray), le Spingold en 1964,
1965 et 1968 (tous avec Murray), le Vanderbilt
en 1966 et 1970 (un avec Murray et l'autre
sans), les Blue Ribbon Pairs (avec Willy Lebovic)
et les Life Master Pairs en 1970 (avec Murray);

il a fini quatre fois second. Avec Murray,

Kehela a gagné le CNTC en 1980 et 1981, les
Canadian Olympiad Team Trials en 1968 et

les International Pairs Trials pour la Bermuda
Bowl en 1963 et 1966. Kehela a aussi remporté
le trophée Lou Herman pour la meilleure
performance au National d'automne en 1967.

Au niveau international, Sami Kehela a été
coach de I'équipe nord-américaine a la
Bermuda Bowl en 1962, 1963 et 1965 et il a
joué avec Murray dans cette équipe en 1966,
1967 et 1974, terminant deuxieme contre le
Blue Team italien lors de ces six occasions.
Kehela a plusieurs médailles de bronze dont les
Olympiades de 1968 et 1972 et le Rosenblum
de 1982. 1l a terminé cinquieme dans les World
Open Pairs en 1970. Kehela a joué avec I'équipe
canadienne a toutes les Olympiades de 1960 a
1988 sauf en 1984.

Kehela a aussi plusieurs contributions
significatives comme journaliste, a titre
d’éditeur du Ontario Kibitzer, chroniqueur

de bridge pour le Toronto Life et éditeur
collaborateur a I'encyclopédie officielle de
bridge. Kehela est né a Bagdad en 1934 et a
passé ses jeunes années a Londres, Angleterre,
et Berkeley, California, avant de s'installer a
Toronto.

ERIC R. MURRAY

Eric Rutherford Murray, est non seulement un
des plus grands de tous les temps, c’est aussi
une véritable légende dans le monde du bridge.
Eminent avocat d'affaires civiles a Toronto,
Murray a gagné un des premiers procés de
plus d’'un million de dollars a la cour civile du
Canada. C'était un raconteur légendaire et un
excellent orateur. Il est né en 1928 et a vécu

a Hamilton, ON, avant de s'installer a Toronto
pour exercer son métier d’avocat et jouer au
bridge. Murray a été président de la Ligue de
bridge de I'Ontario a I'aube de ses premiers
jours et a contribué a son union avec I'ACBL. Il
a été I'un des co-fondateurs de la Fédération
canadienne de bridge.

Eric Murray est le Canadien qui a eu le plus de
succes au bridge. En plus de toutes ses victoires
avec Sami Kehela, Murray a aussi remporté le
Vanderbilt en 1961 avec Charles Coon, les Men's
Pairs en 1954 et 1955 avec Doug Drury, et les
Master Mixed Teams (1962) et les Mixed Pairs
(1963) avec Agnes Gordon. Il a aussi gagné les
Pairs Trials avec Charles Coon pour la Bermuda
Bowl de 1962, ou il a terminé deuxiéme derriére
I'ltalie. « Je connais I'hymne national italien par
coeur, » dit Murray. Murray a aussi remporté
le trophée Lou Herman pour la meilleure
performance au National d'automne de 1963. Il
aremporté le CNTC en 1980, 1981 et 1987 et le
CSTCen 2007.

Eric Murray est l'auteur d’'une convention,

qui porte son nom, le deux carreaux Murray,

et en a développé une autre, Drury, avec

Doug Drury. Kehela et lui ont recu un ultime
hommage lorsque Roy Hughes a écrit un livre

a leur sujet, « Canada'’s Bridge Warriors », qui a
remporté le prix du livre de I'année décerné par
I'International Bridge Press Association en 2007.

PERCY SHEARDOWN

Percy (Shorty) Sheardown a été le premier
joueur de bridge canadien important, le plus
important de tous, d'aprés Ralph Cohen.
Shorthy était un déclarant hors pair et il a
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gagné de nombreux titres dans les années 1930
et 1940, incluant le Chicago Trophy en 1936. La
plupart de ses victoires dans les années 1950

et 1960 I'ont été avec Bruce Elliott comme
partenaire, dont une autre victoire du Chicago
en 1951. Leur équipe, avec Murray et Kehela
comme coéquipiers, est considérée comme

la meilleure équipe canadienne de tous les
temps. En plus de leurs deux victoires dans le
Spingold, leur équipe, a laquelle se sont joints
Gerry Charney et Bill Cissey, a terminé troisieme
aux Olympiades de 1968. Sheardown a gagné le
trophée Fishbein pour la meilleure performance
au National d'été de 1964, alors qu'il remportait
le Spingold avec Elliott, Murray et Kehela et
qu'il terminait deuxiéme dans les Life Master
Pairs avec Elliott. Ils ont défendu leur titre avec
succes l'année suivante.

Percy Sheardown (1911-1993) a passé la
majeure partie de sa vie a Toronto comme
propriétaire du St. Clair Bridge Club, qu'il a
acquis a son retour du front lors la Deuxieme
Guerre mondiale. Shorty a été le premier
Canadien a devenir Maitre a vie.

Parmi les intronisés de cette année, Kehela,
Murray et Sheardown sont aussi membres du
Temple de la renommée de I'ACBL.

Des milliers de donnes auraient pu étre utilisées
pour illustrer le savoir-faire de ces joueurs. Nous
avons choisi quelques donnes jouées par Sam
Gold simplement parce que Sam est un peu
moins connu que les quatre autres a I'ouest du
Québec, mais il a certainement un égal talent.
Eric Murray a dit de Sam Gold : « Gold et Cohen
ont joué aussi bien que nous (Murray-Keleha)
aux Olympiades de 1964 a New York. »

S'ily a un mot qui peut décrire Sam Gold, c’est
élégant. Cela fait référence tout autant a son
jeu de la carte qu'a sa personne. Voyons si vous
serez d'accord avec cela apres ces deux donnes.

L'équipe de Montréal a battu New York 193-106
en 1968 pour conserver le Congress Trophy, un
match inter-cités entre les tenants du titre et la
ville-hote du National d’été. Montréal a d'abord
gagné le match inter-cités en 1967 au National
d’été de la méme ville.

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Gold a évalué correctement qu'il ne pourrait
pas faire chuter le contrat de 2 piques et son
enchere de 25A a donc irrémédiablement
conduit son camp dans une manche délicate.

L'entame du 2 de pique est prise par I'As du
mort, Est encourageant avec le 5. Gold fait un
premier bon jeu en jouant un petit carreau

du mort, faisant tomber I'As dans le vide. Est
continue avec le Valet de pique, gagné par la
Dame de Sud. Gold laisse courir le 10 de carreau
et, maintenant certain qu'Est était 5-1-1-6,
traverse au Roi de carreau pour encaisser I'As
de coeur, deuxiéme jeu-clé. Lorsqu'il revient en
main par le Roi de tréfle et qu'Ouest ne fournit
pas, la main est un grand livre ouvert. Gold
encaisse la Dame de carreau sur laquelle Est

Avec sept levées en caisse, Gold joue le 9 de
pique de sa main, écrasant le 8 d'Ouest au
passage. Est peut bien encaisser ses piques,
mais il devra ensuite concéder les deux derniers
tréfles au mort. Notez que le 7 de pique aurait
tout aussi bien fonctionné, puisque si Ouest
prend la main, il devra concéder une levée a la
Dame de coeur.

A ce méme National d'été a New York City en
1968, Sam Gold a fini quatrieme dans le Life
Master Individual. Dans cette donne, Gold, en
Nord, joue en défense avec Harry Fishbein...
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Méme si certaines de ces enchéres semblent
peu orthodoxes, le contrat final n'est pas
déraisonnable. A I'entame, Sam Gold encaisse
ses deux honneurs de pique et aprés une courte
pause pour déterminer son prochain coup, il
trouve le retour mortel du Roi de coeur, qui
prive Ouest d'une entrée rapide. Le déclarant
gagne de |'As et joue As de tréfle, suivi du Valet
de tréfle pour le Roi de Nord. Gold poursuit
I'attaque a coeur, le déclarant prenant de la
Dame au mort. Il traverse en main au Roi de
carreau, tire les atouts et revendique le contrat.
A part un petit détail... le Roi de carreau a été
coupé par Gold ! Aucun autre retour a la levée
numéro trois ne peut défaire le contrat. Un
coeur pour le Valet et une autre coupe a carreau
viennent ensuite compléter cette brillante
défense : moins trois, alors qu’a d'autres tables
quelques déclarants ont réussi a faire le contrat.
